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CAR CARE T IPS FOR SUMMER TRAVEL 
The weather is getting warmer, the days are getting 

longer and the flowers are starting to bloom.  Sure signs 

that spring is here and summer vacations are not far 

away.  Here are a few car care tips from Edmunds.com 

to help prepare the family cruiser for safe and worry free 

travel: 

 

·  Tend to your tires 

Check your tire pressure ñ and check it often. With 

every passing month, the average tire loses about a 

pound of air pressure. Proper tire inflation is critical to 

achieving the best possible contact between the tire 

and the road and avoiding blowouts and tread separa-

tion. Most cars have a decal mounted in their driver 

doorjamb that lists the correct tire pressures depending 

on tire size and vehicle load. Properly inflated tires will 

also improve fuel economy, particularly important if 

you're doing lots of highway speed driving on a long  

family vacation. 

 

·  Stay on top of your fluids. 

 If you've fallen behind on maintenance, get your car's 

oil changed before you hit the road. Keep in mind that 

any of today's oils, including 5W-30, 10W-30 or 10W-40 

grades, are multiviscous, and get thinner the hotter it 

gets outside, thereby increasing the chance that the en-

gine might not get the proper lubrication.  Your vehicle's 

owner's manual will list the manufacturer's oil recom-

mendations for different climates. If you have a dealer-

ship or local garage perform the oil change, ask the 

manager what type and viscosity of oil they are putting 

into your vehicle.  While the hood is up, check the brake 

fluid  and power steering levels and the cool-

ant/antifreeze mixture inside the radiator. The ideal  

ratio of coolant to water is 50-to-50 for optimal tempera-

ture regulation in both cold weather and hot. You can 

check this with a simple and inexpensive antifreeze 

tester, which you can find at all auto parts stores. 

 

·  Give the rest of your car a once-over. Inspect the belts 

and hoses. In modern cars, they are designed to last a 

long time, but still have the potential to fail. Before sum-

mer begins, have the belts and hoses inspected by a 

mechanic. And if your car is at least a couple of years 

old and you're not sure when they were last replaced, 

consider having them changed, especially before setting 

out on a long road trip. 

 

Inspect the wiper blades. The life expectancy of a wiper 

blade is just one year, and wipers often get dried out or 

chewed up during a hard winter. If yours are not making 

full contact with the windshield, replace them. Also, 

keep an eye on your windshield washer fluid reservoir, 

which you can top off in less time than it takes to fill 

your tank with gas. 

 

Finally, check the battery. Extreme heat and cold put 

additional strain on an automobile battery, particularly 

older ones. If yours is more than 3 years old, have it 

tested at a certified automotive repair facility. If you 

don't know how old it is, think about replacing it. This 

may seem like an unnecessary expense ñ especially for 

those on tight budgets ñ but trust us, it's better than 

trying to find a replacement battery while you're stuck 

on the side of the road with three screaming kids.

Which is why I was so surprised to see 

how many Mustangs there are on the island---all newer 

models of course!  Other than that, the bulk of cars are 

either òtuneró cars or Guam Bombs.  (What they call 

their P.O.Sõs!)  And, with the cheap gas going $2.99 gal-

lon on Base and along with an island-wide speed limit of 

35 mph, driving just isnõt as fun! 

 

But, this is supposed to be Show News, not Guam news!  

Although I am 8000 miles away, apparently no one else 

wants the job so, I am still Show Director!  There is a lot I 

have been able to do online, by phone and snail mail.  

But, I have also been relying on Club members who have 

stepped up to help and take care of the local leg work 

for me.  So, a big thank you to Zach and Dustin! 

 

Our show this year will be on Saturday, September 18.  I 

already have some vendors lined up, have magazine  

article/ads in the works (thanks Stephen!) and beg let-

ters too!
