Some Mustang History 

After the Ford 32 Model B roadster was hot rodded 
by teens, it was a long run until the debut of the 55 T-Bird. 
The 3 window coupes are still popular to this day. Chevro-
let sold 675 Corvettes (v8) in 1955. Ford sold over 16,000 
V8 T-Birds that year. The Corvette was fiberglass due to 
the metal shortage after WWII. Unlike GM, Ford in Detroit 
had access to a lot of metal. The two seat sports car Tbird 
would only last three years. In 1958 it was introduced as a 
four seat vehicle and lost its sport. In 1956 you could buy a 
Vicky for ñ20% down and $56 a monthò. The average 
monthly income was around $300 per month. The hot rod 
of this era was the 47-49 Fords with the flat head V8s. I 
had a 49 flathead. These were the days of Buddy Holly, 
Elvis and Eisenhower. 

 Flash forward to 1962. The Mustang 1 prototype 
was first shown at Watkins Glen Racetrack, N.Y. on Octo-
ber 7, 1962. Dan Gurney drove the car on pace laps 
around the then U.S. Grand Prix race course. By its debut 
at the Worldôs Fair in N.Y. the engine was moved to the 
front and the car now had four seats. Square headlights 
were in the original design, but Federal law mandated vehi-
cles have round headlights. 22,000 cheering fans were 
introduced to the Mustang that day, long before the 
Worldôs Fair. 

 While the two seat Mustang was being introduced  
at N.Y., Carroll Shelby was busy stuffing a 490 H.P.  427 
c.i. Ford engine into an AC Motors two seat roadster body. 
The car had a 42 gallon fuel tank. This ñCobraò (the name 
came to Carroll in a dream) has a 90ò wheelbase and 
weighed in at 2150 lbs. The V8 had 220 H.P. more than 
the K code 289 mustang. It sported a 780 cfm Holley and 
got 9 miles per gallon. The tamed down street version with 
a 289 c.i. motor sold for over $6000. This was three times 
the cost of your average car in 1962. We were in the 

midst of a ñconflictò in Vietnam and had just come thru the 
Cuban missile crisis. Kennedy had been assassinated and 
the British music invasion had begun. It was the best of 
times and the worst of times. The full competition Cobra 
sold for over $12,000, probably comparable to a Ford GT 
in 2005 at $150,000. The four seat Mustang at its debut 
sold for $2368 in April, and came with lots of options like 
ashtrays, while tires and wipers were standard. For com-
parison purposes a 66 Vette cost $4300 and a 66 Mustang 
Vert loaded cost $4337. 

The stripped down Mustang 6 cyl using as many 
parts as possible from the defunct Falcon was an afford-
able ñsportyò car for many a student going off to college. 
My older brother graduated from NSU in 1968 and his 
friend Gordon ñParkyò Parker had just purchased one of 
these new Mustangs for his college car. Danny met a girl 
named Sarah at Northwestern and they decided to get 
married. Parky drove them to get their license in Missis-
sippi as it would take three days in La. While driving thru 
McComb, MS they stopped and asked a farmer milking his 
cow if he knew where they could find a minister. He said 
he was an ordained minister and he could marry them 
when they got a license. They produced the license and he 
sat into the passenger seat of the Mustang and married 
them. They are still married to this day. The family refers to 
them as Danny and Sally. No, we donôt call her Mustang 
Sally. Parky is living in Alaska now and still visits when he 
comes to town. When we mention the Mustang, it brings a 
smile to his face. Ask anyone over 50 about their first Mus-
tang contact and here comes a story!
