Start that 2010 tax folder now. Everytime you get a receipt or a tax
document, write what it is for on it and drop it in the folder. This
keeps all your tax documents in one place. No more searching for
items next year, it is all there ready for you.

Keep track of donations you make to other charities through the
Mustang club. Even though RRCMC is not a 501¢(3) organization
(yet!), many of the organizations we support are. So if you pur-
chase items for the Rescue Mission and take them during the
Santa Fun Run, those items are deductible as charitable contribu-
tions.

Keep track of mileage you drive for charitable purposes. If you
drive to the Rescue Mission to donate items or serve food, these
miles are deductible at 14 cents a mile. If you drive to Minden to
participate in the St. Jude car show, these miles are deductible.
We donét know at this time wha
chases for 2010 and the deductibility of sales taxes. However, it is
always a good idea to put items like this in your tax folder also.
